husband; for the Court has a right to grant it to the father, to a son, or to other next of kin, or to the widow and other of the next of kin jointly.



After the husband and wife the next of kin are in the following order:

1st Children, 2nd Parents, 3rd Brothers and Sisters, 4th Grandfathers and Grandmothers, 5th Uncle and Aunts and Nephews and Nieces, 6th Cousins.
